DON’T GET STUCK 
IN THE PITS! 
SILVERSTONE GOLF CLUB ARRIVAL & CHECK-IN PROCEDURE 

Please do not attempt to get onto the site 
before the check-in gates open, there is no 
holding or waiting area and the police will 
move you on to prevent a build-up of traffic. 

Remain in your vehicle until you have 
been shown your pitch (unless otherwise 
instructed). 

WEDNESDAY		  10AM – 9PM  
THURSDAY & FRIDAY 		  8AM – 9PM 

We cannot accept any arrivals after 9pm on 
Wednesday–Friday. 

Please note that the campsite check in is NOT 
open on Saturday

Make sure you have all your camping tickets 

downloaded in the app and readily available to 

present to our stewards prior to your arrival at 

our main entrance. Without your ticket, you will 

not be able to gain entry.

YOUR TICKETS WILL BE COLOUR CODED – PLEASE 
TAKE NOTE OF THIS COLOUR & FOLLOW THE 
SIGNS DIRECTING YOU TO THE CHECK IN POINT 
RELEVANT FOR YOUR TICKET COLOUR.

Upon check-in your tickets will be scanned, then 

every adult and child with a valid ticket will be 

issued a wristband. These wristbands must be 

worn at all times, you will need to show them at 

the main entrance when returning to site. No entry 

will be permitted without a wristband. Any person 

found to not be wearing a wristband will be asked 

to leave the site.

Once your ticket is scanned and wristbands issued 

you’ll be asked to follow a member of our team to 

your pitch. They will advise on the setup of your 

pitch in line with the National Fire Chiefs Council 

advice issued to us – please do not attempt to set 

up differently as we do have regular visits during 

this event.

•	� Each camping booking will require a valid 

camping ticket with the correct number 

of adults and children staying on site. No 
additional persons or cars can be added at the 
time of arrival.

•	� Please ensure your booking is correct PRIOR to 

arrival. It is the lead bookers responsibility to 

ensure the booking is correct.

•	� All campers MUST report to the relevant check-

in point, please do not attempt to pitch yourself.

 •	� Remember! Your car(s) must fit onto the pitch 

size booked, no additional cars will be permitted 

and there is no additional parking available 

on site. Please refer to the pitch information 

link below with regards to what you will be 

permitted to pitch according to the pitch you 

have booked.

•	� We reserve the right to ask for ID, please do not 

be offended by this should you be asked.

•	� Please allow sufficient time to check in, our 

staff will do their best to get you checked in as 

quickly as possible.

If you have some of your party arriving later than 

you, please make us aware at the time of checking 

in. Those arriving later will still need to report to 

the check-in point and a member of your party 

(already checked in) must meet you at the check-

in point.

We suggest letting your group know 10-15 minutes 

prior to your arrival to allow them time to meet you 

at the check-in point. Without a member of your 

group to meet you, we are unable to allow you to 

check-in and you’ll be asked to leave site. We do 

not have a holding or waiting area available.

If you wish to be pitched with another booking or 
near friends or family, you MUST all have booked 
the same pitch type AND size and all arrive 
together. We cannot allow holding or reserving  
of pitches.
